Sale Averages

It was a beautiful spring day in southwest Missouri, and buyers filled the Gobbler Roost Restaurant to buy performance and RFI-tested bulls via a live video auction near Green Springs Bull Test. The bidding was lively both onsite and over the phones as Col. Sonny Booth made his way through the offering. Overall, 51 bulls averaged $2,329. BeefBuilder (Black Angus X Braunvieh) bulls averaged $2,083, and open, commercial heifers averaged $825.
Sale Report
Lot 38, MHF Undaunted U820 ET, was the high selling bull in the sale. An MHF Renovation R575 ET son and out of Miss Premium Plus PFI P434, this polled purebred bull had the lightest birth weight (70 lbs.) in the sale. In addition, he presented great figures for REA and a negative RFI. He sold to Larry Baker Cameron, S.C., for $6,700.

The next two high selling bulls sold for $4,000 each. Lot 7 was Mr. BOR 08691U, a polled purebred bull sired by MHF New Era N315. He performed well in all test categories and was purchased by Vista Genetics, D’Hanis, Texas. MHF Upload U817 ET, Lot 24, sold to JHL Ranch, Ashby, Neb. An MHF Synergy S627 son, he is out of the popular Miss Lifeline K0020 ET. He is a polled purebred bull that posted above average ADG, %IMF and REA.
